RYLA 2012 CONFERENCE GENERAL INFORMATION

When: 		Wednesday, September 19th through Saturday, September 22nd, 2012

Where: 	Heber Valley Camp, Heber UT

Who: 	High School juniors from any high school in Utah are eligible to apply.  Student Delegates will be selected who have demonstrated leadership ability.

What:	RYLA aims to provide student delegates with a program designed to enhance their leadership skills. Upon arrival, participants are divided into groups of seven to nine students with a Rotarian team leader. Participants will spend the entire weekend with their group. Throughout the weekend, there will be speakers, group activities, workshops and recreational activities.  See http://www.rylautah.org for all information on RYLA.

Supervision:	At least one adult per seven to nine students in small groups

Transportation:	(NEW) Each Rotary Club is responsible for transporting their students to the Heber Valley Camp and returning them to their homes afterwards.

Food: 	Three meals will be provided per day in the dining hall.  Healthy snack foods and drinks are always available. 

Medical:	A healthcare professional will be available in camp at all times.  Special medical needs of campers should be made known on the Student Application Form.


Lodging: 	Girl and boy cabins are heated with bunk-style beds. Bathrooms and hot showers are available in separate buildings.  All cabins have electricity.  Students will need sleeping bags, sleeping pad and a pillow.

Cost: 	There is no expense to the students. Rotary Clubs throughout Utah will provide the funding, at a cost of $250 per student.  We ask all Rotary Clubs to budget for and plan to sponsor 4 students for RYLA, to register students online by Friday, June 1st  2012,  and mail the check to the RYLA registration coordinator, Paul Askins by August 17th, 2012.

Club Support:	Rotary Clubs are expected to provide a RYLA Club Coordinator to interface with the District RYLA Committee.  This person will be responsible for organizing the application and interview process of high school juniors, interfacing with the students and school counselors, registering selected students online, and mailing payment to the RYLA Registration Coordinator. See “RYLA_Planning_Checklist.doc” for due dates.

Security:	Security is provided by both the camp staff and Rotarians experienced in law enforcement.

Clothing:	The weather is unpredictable.  We could have sun, rain and snow in the same three-day weekend.  The best advice is to dress in layers and bring a jacket, hat, and two pairs of shoes. Dress is casual, jeans, tennis shoes, tee shirts, sweatshirts, etc.
